expenses in exchange for a very large decrease in Investment
expenditures during the studied period, and this in turn reflects
the great imbalance in the structure of the Iragi economy, that is,
the energies Absorptive productivity directed absorption of
these expenditures is almost non-existent, and the increasing
dependence on oil revenues in public spending makes the
country governed by the economies of capitalist countries,
because most of these revenues come from abroad, making the
local economy exposed to the economic crises that occur in
those countries whose effects withdraw to the country and thus
impede The path of growth and economic and social
development.

The research recommends the need to work in order to achieve
sustainable development by redirecting public spending and
distributing it according to priorities among the different
economic sectors in order to achieve balanced economic
development in all social and economic sectors.

Diversifying the sources of financing public spending and not
relying only on oil revenues that are exposed to the changes
taking place in international markets, which makes their
revenues fluctuate, which negatively affects public spending.
